The Gateway High School program is designed

to educate students with learning and behav-
ioral disabilities who demonstrate a need for
improved coping and/or social skills. These
students can typically benefit from smaller
classes, more individualized academic at-
tention, project-based and hands-on learn-
ing, and therapeutic services. Academics
mirror objectives and requirements as set forth
in the New Jersey Student Learning Standards.
Students are exposed to postsecondary- and ca-
reer-related experiences.

Programming is highly individualized to
meet the very specific needs and goals of each
student. Opportunities such as general
education and vocational classes at Hackensack
High School, internships/paid employment
within the community, college visits, SAT
registration, ACCU Placer preparation, and
counseling services are a few of the options
available to our students. Placement in
academics, vocational education, and internship/
employment is determined by students’ strengths,
aptitude, interests, state requirements, and his/
her IEP. Gateway also offers NJSLS state testing
assessments in ELA Mathematics, and Science.

We are also currently offering placement in
our school program to students who are hard
of hearing, providing the supports of a teacher
of the deaf consultant, interpreters, audiology
services, and speech services.
